2.4 Startup operations

Please observe the following points before

connecting the device to the vehicle battery:
e SIM card is already in the Salind 01

e The Salind 01 should not be attached to fuel lines
or other combustible components.

e No other components of your vehicle should be
damaged by the attachment.

e Installing the Salind 01 on the vehicle to power
the device may discharge the vehicle's battery.
Before connecting, check whether your vehicle
has a discharge protection and retrofit it if
necessary. In idle mode, the GPS-Tracker
requires approx. 10-20 mAh.

2.5 Installation

Please proceed as follows when connecting the GPS-
Tracker to your car battery. The following figure
serves as a guide.

1. Connect the Salind 01 to the cable harness using
the black plug-in function.

2. Connectthe device to the battery. Connect the red
cable with the fuse to (+). Connect the black cable
to Minus (-).

Attention! The poles must never be reversed.
Note: When connected to the power supply, the

Salind 01 switches on immediately and the LED
lights emit a signal.

2.6 Turning on

After a successful activation you can switch on the
SALIND 01. By connecting the GPS-TRACKER to the
power supply the device has already been switched
on.
For the initial startup of the Salind 01 uncovered
locations, such as the garden or the terrace (i. e.
not inside the home, the garage, the cellar or the
like) are recommended.
